9(4.16) Mr Markland complained about people parking outside his house in the vicinity of the school. Members debated this issue but whilst sympathetic felt that there was nothing they could do to alleviate the situation as a Council

8.(5.16) REPORTS
DISTRICT COUNCIL REPORT
Cllr. Pennington reported:

I must thank all electors for re-electing me to South Hams District Council last of May. I have now been on the council for 43 years coming from being the youngest to now a veteran. The ward now also consists of a Berry Pomeroy and Littlehempston and I regularly attend both the Parish Council meetings. I am a member of the overview and scrutiny committee, the strategic planning working group, the political structures  working group and I am Chairman of the audit committee and I am pleased to report that  Grant Thornton, our external auditors, praised South Hams for their economy efficiency and effectiveness in their examinations this year which is more than can be said for one very large multinational organisation on which the auditors  have refused to sign off their accounts for over 20 years.

South Hams is working in partnership with West Devon and shares services and gains efficiencies. Since 2013 central government has reduced our revenues support to grant by over 40% but by sharing with West Devon we are delivering annual revenue savings of £33 million. Our revenue support grant was 1.4 million in 2015 to 16 and it is expected to be nil by 2020/21. Council Tax increase by £5 or to £150.42 p  Band D (10 pence a week). Net expenditure was 8,751,072

9(5.16) NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
The clerk reported that there was to be a workshop on NP at Follaton House on Thurs. 26th May 7-9pm and he with the Chairman and Cllr Page indicated they could attend. 
10(5.16) QUEEN’S BIRTHDAY
Cllr Webber had a proposal via the Chairman to make on this, to the effect that the missing £1100 or so that was necessary to add to the bequest for the new roundabout at the playpark be donated by the Council in commemoration of the Queens’ birthday and a plaque erected to show both donations nearby. Cllr Cox felt this was a good idea, she proposed it and was seconded by Cllr Palk and the motion was CARRIED unanimously. 
11(5.16) PLANNING

    12(5.16)  CORRESPONDENCE
1. The issue of a vehicle  parking in the vicinity of Churscombe Road was reported again but again it was unfortunately not something the PC had any control over. 
2. An e-mail has been received from Lucinda Ellicott asking if the Parish Council could lay some gravel on the public footpath at the end of Nether Meadow. Used as a cut through it gets quite boggy and muddy. She has tipped 2 bags there herself. Cllr Page agreed to mention this to the MEG group.

3. A Chain Request has been received from the Mayor of Totnes for permission to wear her Chains for the High Sheriff’s Garden Party in Compton Castle on Sat. 18th June. This was AGREED.
13(5.16) LEISURE and PUBLIC GROUNDS
1. The Youth Work with Kerry McCabe is progressing well. Space has now been found in the Village Hall but the missing equipment has still not been found. A group went to the pavilion at Totnes, the feedback was good and this will happen again. There will be an activity session on Mon. 16 the May and drop ins at KEVICS. 10 locals involved in 11-13 age group. They still want to involve older children. 
2. The wall at Tor Field. There was a vote to accept, on the advice of Cllr Veasey, the higher of Mr Axfords’ quotes to rebuilt the wall in principle, and then to consider what action to take about the tree stumps when the wall is demolished. It was also AGREED to ask the householder if he could get another quote for the work on the wall before proceeding and responsibility for dealing this was delegated to Cllr Veasey. 

3. At an interview at Berry Pomeroy which the Chairman, Cllr Page and Robin Cox attended, Steve Holley from Yealmpton was appointed as the new Lengthsman/ handyman for the two villages and he will be shortly obtaining his qualification for working on the public highway.

4. Cllr Palk reported that he has inspected the allotments and come to the conclusion that Allot. No. 7 is not being cultivated. As the tenant of this allotment has already been warned about this before members voted to give the holder immediate notice to quit. The clerk reported that the tenant of no. 12 Mr Hayes has had to relinquish his part of the plot. Mr Singleton still has 1/3rd of the plot and wishes to continue with this if possible. With the agreement of members the remainder of the plot will be taken over by Judith James of 16, Brockhurst Park who will become the main tenant. This was AGREED. 
14(5.16) HIGHWAYS AND MAINTENANCE
1.The lorry parking in Churscombe  Road is still causing problems. It was AGREED to write to Highways, the police and the lorry owners again. Amberon traffic light people at Yalberton were identified as the owners. 

2. Potholes in Ipplepen Road 20yards up from Kiln Cross. 

3. The hedge in front of Manyflowers in Five Lanes needs trimming- clerk to write. 

4. House at 36, Furzegood beside scout hut entrance drive has tree that is in danger of spreading over road and drive- contact Devon and Cornwall Housing Associaton.
