2(11.16)    APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The minutes for October and the revised minutes for September were accepted as a true record and duly signed off by the Chairman.
3(11.16) MATTERS ARISING
5(10.16) The Chairman had attended a meeting about the proposed hospital closure at Paignton. The Chairman proposed that a letter be sent to the Trust protesting at this proposed closure on the grounds that it was a very convenient hospital for Marldon residents to use and had always provided a good service; this was seconded by Cllr Clarke and duly CARRIED unanimously.

A number of minor items from the police incident website for this area were noted.
5.(10.16) REPORTS
COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT
C. Cllr Rosemary Rowe reported:
We have been enjoying some wonderful Autumn Weather which has considerably helped to set us all up for the winter. Some items of interest which I think you should know about that have come from meetings and events which have been held during the last month have included as follows. 
I trust that all of you that are eligible to have Flu Jabs have done so and particularly if you are susceptible to chest infections, bronchitis etc... It is well worth having it done. 
Which leads me into the round of meetings which have been taking place ref. The closure of our local Hospitals. Fortunately Totnes is not on the list and it is likely to be used as a Central Hub for more parts of The South Hams. The Hospitals under threat are Ashburton, Dartmouth and Paignton which are used by Parishes and Towns within this area. I personally feel that whilst to do nothing is not an option (so we are told) alternative facilities for basic treatments and nursing needs must be in place before these Hospitals are allowed to be closed. We have a large proportion of residents who are very much in need of care facilities and I know that it is not always possible to get care packages in place to look after people in their own homes and there is no option but for them to be looked after in suitable accommodation, be it our Local Hospital or a Suitable Home for care and nursing if needed. Aspects of care are very important to The Old and Vulnerable People. Cuts should not be made in these areas; it is false economy as problems can be sorted before more expensive care is needed to be put in place. Please make sure you have your say if you have not done so already. 
A group of Young Refugees from Calais arrived in the North of the County and there may be a group arriving locally. They will need care and help. Offers of support from a wide section of The Community to help with language skills and translation ,medical assistance from retired Doctors to name but a few of the necessities that are needed. All kinds of clothes from trainers, jeans, sweat shirts T Shirts , Coats, underwear ,rucksacks, holdalls and anything which youngsters need and like to have. I am sure there will be plenty of gear coming forward as people are always so generous in times of need. Donations are being collected via The Red Cross.( I believe.) 
The Farm Wise event took place in October at West Point when 1200 Primary School Children had the chance to connect with Farming and the Countryside. It is organised by Devon County Council and The Farm Estates tenants take part. 
With the dark nights now upon us please do be careful to make sure you can be seen when out walking in your local areas after dark, wear something florescent and take a touch with a bright light!! Watch out for Scams, there a plenty of them around.

DISTRICT COUNIL REPORT
D. Cllr Pennington reported that:
1.  He had attended the HATOC meeting with Delyth Sutton and Mary Oliphant. The proposal for a pedestrian crossing outside the school was supported. A cost of £30,000 was mentioned. The beacons would be of a type that would not affect nearby houses. 
2. He reported on the transport capital programme for 2016-17.

3. He discussed the retrospective planning request 0745/16/FUL relating to change of use from agricultural to equestrian and other matters at Westerland. Various issues were raised by this application including questions of suitable access: the Ciouncil had recommended refusal in April but a hard r.ad has already been installed. The Chairman proposed that SHDC should maker a site visit before deciding and this was seconded and duly CARRIED. 
MEG REPORT
Cllr. Page was not present so no report. The Chairman re-iterated that the village was very lucky to have the MEG group. 
6(11.16) NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
The Committee is now in place and at the next meeting Tuesday 22nd Nov. 4 key items will be identified. Any contributions are welcome.  
7(11.16) PAYPHONE AT COMPTON

BT had advised that due to low usage they wished to remove the payphone in the NT car park at Compton Castle. There had been representations from Compton residents that they wished to keep the payphone at Marldon. This was proposed by the Chairman, seconded by Cllr Palk and duly CARRIED. 
8(11.16) RADIO MAST AT RING ROAD
Members discussed the proposal to put a radio mast which looks rather like a telegraph pole on the DCC verge next to Broomhill Meadow on the stretch of road between the Five Lanes roundabout and the ring road. It was recognized that the area needed better mobile phone connectivity and Cllr Palk moved approval, seconded by Cllr Veasey and CARRIED by 4 votes in favour and 1 against.
9(11.16) EMERGENCY OFFICER/ SNOW WARDEN

Due to the absence of Cllr Page this matter was deferred. However the clerk asked whether members wished him to proceed with a new TAP fund application with Berry Pomeroy and Littlehempston to extend the work of the lengthsman to encompass roles related to the Emergency Officer and Snow Warden functions. This was proposed by Cllr Joinson, seconded by Cllr Webber and duly CARRIED. It was also AGREED that salt supplies could be left near the Linhay opposite the car park in Love Lane. 
10(11.16) PLANNING
2731/16/FUl: Proposed agricultural building for fodder etc on land adjacent to North, Westerland Dale. After a site meeting members proposed REFUSAL for this application on the grounds that there was no agricultural need; that the access track would funnel water down the hill and onto the road; and that the barn was an unsightly skyline development. This was CARRIED 2873/16/LBC:
