MATTERS ARISING
11(4.15) Parking problems at entrance the Peters Field
The clerk reported that he had investigated the area of concern and felt that the most appropriate measure to take to try to prevent school-time parking was to ask Highways if a white line could be painted in the public highway similar to that already present to protect the next-door neighbour’s drive. Cllr Cox, seconded by Cllr Clarke, proposed this and it was duly CARRIED 8 in favour.
Allotment No. 4

Cllr Thorp reported that he had been approached by allotment holders again to complain about the state of this allotment, however the Chairman had been asked by the allotment holder to have more time to deal the situation. The clerk confirmed that there was currently no waiting list for allotments but he would be putting an advertisement on the Council notice Board soon. It was AGREED to similarly use the Parish magazine to advertise the fact. Members AGREED to allow a further period of time up to 5th June.

                    Cllr Cox thanked Frank Palk for the grass he has donated for Broomhil Meadow. More trees have been planted. A survey of a Green Lane was done by two volunteers. The Vicarage Hill borders have been dealt with by Robin Cox. 
9(5.15)  WESTERLAND GREEN
Standing orders were suspended to allow Mr Salter, the new owner of the Moorview site, to explain that he had made substantial changes to the original plans including abandoning a proposed foot entrance/ exit to Moorview and setting houses further back on the site away from Moorview and in a different place. All this was subject to further planning approval but the changes met with the approval of the members and those members of the public present at the meeting. The meeting then returned to standing orders.

10(5.15)  20 MPH LIMIT FOR MARLDON

In view of the many complaints from householders especially in Churscombe Road, Ipplepen Road and 5 Lanes Road about the speed and volume of the traffic it was felt that the Highways Authority should be asked to provide a costed plan for a 20mph limit incorporating traffic calming measures that would make the speed limit self-enforcing. At the same time other long-standing deficiencies could be remedied such as the double yellow lines at West View and on Millmans Road. Similarly the signs at the entrance to Marldon on the Ipplepen Road needed to be moved back towards Ipplepen by about 30 yards and to be on both sides of the road. This proposition was moved by Cllr Clarke and seconded by Cllr Thorp and CARRIED.
11(5.15)  MARLDON LAND CHARITY REPORT

Cllr Joinson updated members as to progress with this Charity but there was little new to report. The Charity can only use the interest on its savings to help those deemed worthy of assistance and the sums involved are small. There is no resolution of the planning issues at the quarry site as yet.

34/0886/15/VAR : Removal of pedestrian link- Moorview development: NO OBJECTION
34/0861/15/F: raising roof and roof extensions, 39, Pembroke Park: OBJECTION on grounds of un-neighbourlines s, out of character for area, similar requests refused in past. Undesireable precedent.

3. There was a request for a dog bin to be placed near the entrance to Castle Barton in Compton. 

4. There have been complaints about trees on Vicarage Road and a site visit was AGREED.

5. Still complaints about trench outside post office.

6. It was noted that Lynne does a very good job of cleaning the Parish and MEG notice boards and it was AGREED to leave a note of thanks to be given to her.

7. Similarly Bernard does a good job of picking up litter in that area and should also be thanked. 

8. Cllr Veasey said that one quote has been received for the new entrance to the graveyard.
